Urgency of the research. Creative
activity, primarily scientific and technical
creativity, is a spiritual and social
phenomenon as a result of which a person
produces  theoretical,  technical and
technological products that satisfy his needs.
Technology and engineering make human
life easier. However, global problems also
arise in the context of technogenic content.

Information technologies have a great
socio-cultural impact, ensuring the interests,
communication of people, their exchange of
information, however, this reduces the level
of autonomy, privacy, security, which calls
into question the observance of human rights
in the digital era. Accordingly, the
philosophical  understanding  of  the
interaction of man and technology is a
relevant problem today.

Target setting. Philosophical under-
standding of the nature of creativity, the spe-
cifics of creative activity occupies an impor-
tant place in the history of philosophical
thought. And consideration of human
creative activity in the context of the develop-
ment of the technosphere of modern society
will provide an opportunity to prevent the
negative consequences of the development of
technology and engineering. The develop-
ment of the modern technical environment is
constantly gaining momentum, which indi-
cates the formation of a new reality in which
the technical and technological become a
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
