INTELLIGENT ALTRUISM:
ITS NATURE AND ACTUALIZATION THROUGH EDUCATION
Svitlana Krylova
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. topic is due to the fact that in times of crisis, especially in a war
situation, the need for altruism is actualized. But in authoritarian and totalitarian societies, altruism is
reduced to self-sacrifice in the name of the interests of the leader and his environment. Altruism must acquire
the features of “smart altruism”, the bearer of which is capable of caring and loving not only for others, but
also for himself. This becomes espeClally relevant for preserving democracy. One of the effective practices for
the development of smart altruism is education, which is free from formalism, fanaticism and selfishness.
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Problem statement. Important questions are what is altruism and what are the prerequisites for
the development of smart altruism? What should be the practices that actualize smart altruism? It can be
assumed that education can be one of such practices.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problem of altruism is studied by modern
Ukrainian authors, among whom are Yu. Gumenyuk, K. Lytvynyuk, R. Malynoshevsky, N. Olentsevich,
T. Pantyuk, Yu. Pantyuk, A. Ridkodubska, O. Fomina, Yu. Shabanova, and others. Productive approaches to
the possibilities of education for the actualization of constructive altruism are found in the works of
V. Andrushchenko. The methodology of metaanthropology, developed by N. Khamitov, allows us to
understand the metamorphoses of altruism in the existential dimensions of human existence.

Research task. The task of this article is to conceptualize reasonable altruism as one that opposes
the project of altruism based on the absolute necessity of self-sacrifice, self-denial. Educational practices help
in the actualization of reasonable altruism.

Main material presentation. In the coordinates of metaanthropology, intelligent altruism
involves a combination of care and love for the Other with care and love for oneself, which denies the absolute
necessity of self-sacrifice. A person helps the Other, but at the same time he or she still has the opportunity
for self-development and building his or her life project. Intelligent altruism is possible under the condition
of love for oneself, which involves self-creation and self-development. The actualization of intelligent
altruism is most organic in democratic societies.

In a situation of accepting altruism as an absolutely necessary self-sacrifice, there is no care and love
for oneself, which often leads to physical destruction or personal degradation. This is inherent in totalitarian
and authoritarian societies, where a person is only a cog in the social mechanism. Education can counteract
such depersonalization of a person in distorted altruism.

Conclusions. Intelligent altruism is actualized by education, which forms motivation for self-
knowledge and self-development.

SYMBOLIC COMPETENCE AND DEMOCRATIC EDUCATION: CIVILIZATIONAL
DIMENSION OF TEACHER LANGUAGE TRAINING
Zoreslav Samchuk
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. The ability of future teachers to work with the meaning-making
resources of language is critically important for the development of democratic culture in the context of
globalization and hybridization of educational practices. Symbolic competence, which includes the ability
to interpret multi-level signs, manage them and build intercultural dialogue, still remains insufficiently
conceptualized in domestic pedagogy.

Problem statement. Existing models of language training are mostly focused on communicative
skills, ignoring civilizational, ethical and semiotic aspects, without which it is impossible to form responsible
citizenship. Therefore, the question arises: how to integrate symbolic competence into the structure of
teacher training in order to ensure not only technical language proficiency, but also critical understanding
of cultural codes?

Analysis of recent research and publications. World and Ukrainian authors raise aspects of
autonomous learning, an ecological approach to language, the epistocratic role of knowledge and the
problem of internationalization of higher education. However, the interdisciplinary synthesis of these areas
in teacher training remains fragmentary. Research demonstrates a lack of methodological models that
combine civilizational theory, philosophy of education, and speech ecology.

Research task. The aim of the article is to theoretically substantiate symbolic competence as an
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integral component of democratic teacher training, to identify its civilizational parameters, and to propose
a model for integrating this competence into educational programs.

Main material presentation. The author substantiates the concept of symbolic competence at
the intersection of the epistocratic approach, pragmatic pedagogy, and ecological linguistics; analyzes the
transformation of educational landscapes under the influence of the Bologna process and English-language
programs; formulates a three-level (institutional, methodological, and personal) model for integrating
symbolic competence into educational courses; demonstrates its potential for the development of critical
thinking, ethical sensitivity, and the ability to cultural mediation.

Conclusions. Symbolic competence acts as an integrative lens that connects functional language
skills with civilizational reflection, providing teachers with epistemically responsible strategies for working
with signs. The proposed model creates methodological guidelines for the formation of a learning
environment in which language becomes a space for democratic co-creation of meanings and social
responsibility.

HUMAN 2.0: PHILOSOPHICAL OUTLINES OF TRANSHUMANIST AND
POSTHUMANIST CONCEPTS
Olga Kyvliuk
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. The phenomena of globalization, digitalization, virtualization, and
technogenesis transform not only the existential conditions of human existence but also the very
foundations of its ontology. In the context of 2ist-century philosophical discourse, the traditional concept
of the human as a rational, autonomous, and integral being appears in need of essential reconsideration.
In light of the latest technological advancements — such as bioengineering, artificial intelligence, and digital
simulations of reality — human identity increasingly appears as fragmented, technically mediated,
contingent, and so on.

Problem statement. The new ontological landscape deepens disparities in social, digital, and
intellectual equality, necessitating the formation of digital ethics, research into technological justice, the
evolution of consciousness, autonomy in the world of algorithms, rethinking identity, and changes in the
axiological dimension. These issues bring to the forefront transhumanist and posthumanist concepts that
propose alternative visions of the future of human subjectivity — from the enhancement of human
capabilities to transcending the very boundaries of the “human.”

Analysis of recent research and publications. Theories of trans- and posthumanism, as
subjects of philosophical conceptualization, continue to attract the attention of contemporary scholars who
explore these issues using interdisciplinary methodological approaches in a multicultural dimension.
Transhumanism, beginning with the well-known futurist F. Esfandiary and Max More, is studied by
J. Huberman, S. L. Sorgner, N. Bostrom, A. Koss, and L. Gots. Posthumanist theories are described in the
works of D. Haraway, K. N. Hayles, R. Braidotti, F. Ferrando, C. Daigle, N. Zahurska, O. Bazaluk, and
other philosophers. The human being as an unfinished project through the expansion of the possibilities of
the body and mind was studied by: S. Fuller, F. Rana and K. Samples, E. Cruz, J. Savulescu, E. Mia, etc.

Research task. To outline the philosophical contours of trans- and posthumanism in the context
of their differences concerning the evolutionary concept of “Human 2.0.”

Main material presentation. The interpretation of transhumanism and posthumanism in the
context of forming the “Human 2.0” model reveals conceptual multidirectionality and semantic tension
between these approaches. Within philosophical discourse, they often appear as thesis and antithesis,
debating the ontological and value status of the human in the age of technological acceleration. In certain
analytical paradigms, trans- and posthumanism are viewed as complementary models of human evolution
that transcend traditional anthropology. At the same time, other interpretations highlight an essential
opposition between them: transhumanism functions as a techno-optimistic ideal of the enhanced human of
the future, focusing on maximizing cognitive, physical, and moral capacities through bioengineering
interventions; posthumanism, by contrast, represents a critical deconstruction of anthropocentrism,
challenging the idea of the human as the sole bearer of reason, agency, and value.

Conclusions. The reconceptualization of human existence within trans- and posthumanist
paradigms opens new horizons for understanding the phenomenon of “Human 2.0” as a project of radical
anthropotransformation. This project balances between the axiological imperative to preserve humanistic
foundations (dignity, autonomy, moral responsibility) and the techno-optimistic vision of human
enhancement through bio-, neuro-, and digital technologies. This creates a methodological basis for the
development of trans- and posthumanist concepts capable of encompassing the complexity of changes
occurring at the intersection of the humanities, technogenesis, bioengineering, global thinking, and
interdisciplinarity.

REMEMBERING EVERYTHING: LEARNING THE LESSONS OF HISTORY AS AN
IMPERATIVE FOR AN EFFECTIVE SOCIETY
Oleh Karlov
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. The crisis of the modern world order prompts us to seek ways to
overcome its shortcomings. One of the most effective tools for achieving this goal is the mechanism of
learning the instructive lessons of history.

Problem statement. Historical memory is a complex systemic object, therefore it contains the
possibilities of such history lessons that are ideologically antagonistic and conceptually incompatible.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In the research environment of the West,
significant achievements in the field of understanding the issues of historical culture, historical memory
and proper assimilation of history lessons are marked by thorough monographic studies by J. Assmann,
M. Halbwachs, D. Graeber, D. Wengrow, D. H. Fischer.

In the domestic research space, the greatest contribution to the development of the issues of
historical memory and the need for correct and timely assimilation of history lessons was made by
researchers of the I. F. Kuras Institute of Political and Ethno-National Studies of the NAS of Ukraine - in
particular, O. Kalakura, O.Maiboroda, M. Mykhalchenko, L.Nagorna, O. Rafalsky, Z.Samchuk,
Yu. Shapoval.

Research task. To outline the essence and content-subject content of the phenomenon called
“learning history lessons”. To identify the difficulties that stand in the way of the prospects of timely and
full learning of history lessons. To summarize the importance of correct learning of history lessons for the
needs of the functioning of society on the principles of efficiency.

Main material presentation. Historical memory as a product of symbolic, mythological,
axiological and other influences can lead to diametrically opposed effects — on the one hand, to “forgetting”
as a tendentious concealment, pushing unpleasant, frustrating aspects of the past to the distant periphery
of memory; on the other hand, to pseudoamnesia (amnesia in reverse), when memory, due to suggestive
influences, “remembers” in the smallest details what never actually happened. In order not to fall into the
numerous traps of historical memory, a transparent public discourse on ambivalent aspects of the past is
necessary, organized on the principles of deliberative democracy, systemic analysis and critical thinking.

Conclusions. Correct, adequate to historical realities and comprehensive assimilation of the
lessons of history becomes a kind of basis and procedural exercise on the way to achieving an effective
functional status by every society. The level of categorisation can be raised even higher: assimilation of the
lessons of history is an imperative requirement of an effective society - therefore, if society really aims to
achieve an effective functional status, then it obviously cannot avoid the procedure of assimilation of the
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lessons of history in all its depth and impartiality.

FROM GEOPOLITICS TO GEOANTHROPOLOGY: THE EARTH AS A SYMBOL OF
SUFFERING IN THE CONTEXT OF HUMAN EXPERIENCE
Valentyn Blazhko
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. In the current context of global environmental crisis, the
significance of environmental ethics is increasingly emphasized. It functions as a paradigm that regards
nature as a subject endowed with moral status. This approach requires not only acknowledging the existing
problems, but also cultivating human environmental conduct grounded in ethical principles. The
application of the existential category of “suffering” in the context of human—Earth relations enables a shift
from the geopolitical to the geoanthropological dimension. This is precisely the urgent task of contemporary
philosophy: to restore the severed connection between nature and the human being. Human awareness of
the consequences of their own actions and the capacity to empathize with the Earth as a living environment
give rise to ecological self-awareness, which makes it possible to enact practices of care, empathy, and
responsibility.

Problem statement. Suffering is one of the fundamental phenomena of human existence that
remains constantly at the center of philosophical inquiry. Within the framework of the existentialist
approach, the problem of suffering appears as a key category, since the main focus is placed on the human
being as a subject who experiences the contradictions of their own existence. However, such an approach
often leads to an artificial autonomy of the human, as a result of which nature and the Earth are pushed
into the background of philosophical reflection, thereby reinforcing anthropocentric appeals.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In recent years, there has been a noticeable
increase of interest in the humanities and philosophical thought in rethinking the role of the Earth. This
approach gives rise to a new philosophical orientation in which the Earth is considered a participant in
human history and culture. Philosophers such as M. Eliade have emphasized the sacred dimension of the
Earth in religious representations, while M. Heidegger introduces the notion of Bodenstdndigkeit
(“rootedness”), which highlights the profound connection between the human being and the place of their
existence. One such approach is formulated in the Gaia hypothesis by J. Lovelock; within this same
paradigm, T. Morton [12] develops his notion of the “hyperobject” to describe large-scale ecological
phenomena, including the Earth itself. Within the framework of contemporary philosophical paradigms,
the focus shifts to aspects such as the existential of suffering and care as a philosophical principle (Y. Andros,
S. Krylova, N. Khamitov), which indicates a shift in emphasis—towards the convergence of fundamental
ontology and anthropological responsibility.

Research task. The aim of this article is to offer a philosophical interpretation of the relationship
between the human being and the Earth through the existential of “suffering.” This approach makes it
possible, first, to address the symbolic meaning of the Earth as an archetype of both personal and collective
human identity, which conditions the consolidation of the nation; and second, to trace the interrelation
between the image of the Earth in cultural imagination and the principles of ecological consciousness.

Main material presentation. In contemporary philosophical thought, the Earth emerges as a
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multidimensional ontological structure that shapes human identity and determines the modes of human
existence. The Earth is considered not only as a physical environment, but as a subject of symbolic, spiritual,
and ethical dimensions. Within this context, the existential of suffering enables the interpretation of the
human—Earth interaction as an act of co-experiencing. The shift in focus from geopolitics to
geoanthropology signifies a rethinking of the “human—Earth” relationship as one of mutual responsibility
rather than domination. The transition to an existential understanding of the Earth requires abandoning
instrumental visions in favor of care and ethical responsibility. In this context, the formation of ecological
consciousness appears as a necessary condition for the harmonious coexistence of the human being with
the planet.

Conclusions. Geopolitics, which throughout the twentieth century remained the dominant
paradigm, is increasingly losing its relevance. Its emphasis on territorial and resource-based aspects of
power reduced the Earth to a mere object of exploitation or an arena of geopolitical conflicts. At the same
time, contemporary research increasingly turns to the anthropological dimension of the Earth, treating it
as a subject affected by human activity. This approach calls for a radical rethinking of the conception of the
Earth: from a passive object to an active subject to which existential categories—such as the category of
suffering—may be applied. In light of the ecological crisis, the metaphor of the Earth’s suffering acquires
particular significance, as it reveals the mechanisms of human alienation from nature and the consequences
of such alienation. The development of the concept of soliumpoietics offers an alternative vision grounded
in the principles of reciprocity, care, and responsibility, which may serve as a basis for overcoming the
ecological crisis.

HUMAN VALUES IN THE SHADOW OF MACHINE WAR: ETHICAL AND
EXISTENTIAL CHALLENGES
Ruslan Filonenko
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. In the current context of rapid innovation development, warfare is
increasingly referred to as a “technological war” or a “confrontation of machines”. Against this background,
the issue of preserving human values and adhering to ethical standards in a war where decisions about life
and death are increasingly made not by people but by algorithms becomes especially relevant. Studying
this issue allows for a critical evaluation of the sustainability of human values under the conditions of
radical automation and enables the formation of a framework for controlling the use of autonomous
combat systems.

Problem statement. The active integration of autonomous combat systems and artificial
intelligence into warfare is transforming the very nature of armed conflict. Traditional concepts of
morality, dignity, responsibility, and the value of human life are being seriously challenged. Decisions that
were previously the exclusive prerogative of human beings are increasingly delegated to technological
systems governed by algorithmic logic rather than ethical reasoning.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problem of preserving human values
amidst the rapid deployment of autonomous military technologies has become the subject of thorough
research by both domestic and foreign scholars. In particular, the works of K. M. Tkachenko, S. V. Bielai,
P. Asaro, 1. Marszatek-Kotzur, O. V. Kostenko, and M. Sassoli explore the ethical implications of using
autonomous weapon systems and the consequences of delegating decisions related to the use of force to
technical algorithms. Meanwhile, the studies of O. P.Kotlyarenko, L.I. Prypolova, M. Curtis, and
R. G. Melikov emphasize the legal challenges of employing such systems within the framework of

international humanitarian law.

Research task. The main aim of this study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the ethical
and existential challenges to preserving human values in the era of machine warfare. The objectives
include: first, to identify the prerequisites for developing a concept of wartime morality; second, to analyze
the features of using autonomous systems and machine decision-making in military contexts; third, to
define the ethical and existential issues brought by the automation of war; and fourth, to propose strategies
for mitigating the ethical and existential threats to human values in machine warfare. Addressing these
objectives necessitates an interdisciplinary approach involving philosophy, ethics, law, technology, and
security studies.

Main material presentation. In the present era of rapid advancement of autonomous
weaponry, artificial intelligence, and unmanned systems, humanity is facing unprecedented moral and
philosophical challenges. Armed conflicts are gradually evolving from traditional forms into “machine
warfare”, where decisions on the use of force are increasingly made not by humans but by algorithms. This
shift in warfare is accompanied by profound changes in the understanding of morality, dignity, and
responsibility as key humanistic values. Central to this research is the question of whether it is permissible
to delegate life-and-death decisions to technical systems incapable of moral judgment. Also highlighted are
issues of emotional detachment, depersonalization of combat, and blurred accountability for acts of
violence. These challenges necessitate a philosophical rethinking of the nature of moral choice in the deeply
automated context of modern warfare.

Conclusions. The conducted analysis shows that machine warfare presents a fundamentally new
challenge not only to military strategy but also to the moral structure of human existence. The loss of control
over autonomous algorithms poses risks not only of physical destruction but also of moral degradation,
threatening the very foundations of dignity, responsibility, and humanity. Under such conditions,
preserving human values requires the re-evaluation and adaptation of ethical principles to new
technological realities. Overcoming the ethical and existential challenges related to the development of
autonomous combat systems demands the creation of new philosophical approaches that integrate
technological efficiency with humanistic values. Therefore, ensuring the preservation of human values in
technologically transformed warfare requires an interdisciplinary strategy encompassing philosophical,
legal, technical, and humanitarian dimensions.

RATIONALITY AS A LOGICAL FORM OF THINKING IN PHILOSOPHY AND SCIENTIFIC

Abstract.

Relevance of the research. The relevance of the research topic lies in the fact that the
development of productive thinking is today a decisive factor in the development of society. Consideration
of rationality as a form of thinking, either from the point of view of logic, or the historical development of
scientific knowledge, or the solution of philosophical and worldview issues, will outline the necessary
direction of research.

Rationality appears as a higher cultural value, its consideration in the socio-cultural dimension
will provide an opportunity to realize its various types, which correspond to different spheres of human
social life, such as scientific activity, philosophy, art, and ultimately, to determine its role in human life as
a certain norm of human behavior, organization of human activity, as a necessary reference point for a
person in the world.
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The problem of rationality as a philosophical understanding of the organization of human and
society's vital activity, cognitive and transformative practices, rationality of knowledge has been and
remains important in philosophy and the main one in scientific activity.

Problem statement. The philosophical understanding of the problem of rationality is closely
related to a person's awareness of his existence, the meaning of being, cognitive abilities, and knowledge.
Rationality is one of the types of a person's attitude to the world, it is such an important element that relates
a person to the world around him, allows us to understand the laws of its functioning, and the absence of a
generally accepted definition of this philosophical category and certain methodological approaches to
solving its problems encourages its consideration and understanding.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The study of the problem of rationality was
focused on by both foreign authors, such as M. Weber, L. Wittgenstein, Y. Habermas, R. Carnap, T. Kuhn,
I. Lakatos, K. Popper, and domestic scientists, such as I. Bychko, V. Horsky, O. Moravetsky, V. Naumenko,
I. Ogorodnyk, I. Palyvoda, M. Popovych, L. Ryzhko, and other researchers.

The works of I. Antoshyna, O. Rubanets contain a logical and methodological consideration of
rationality. The problem of typology of rationality was highlighted in the works of A. Kravchenko,
M. Kolesnikov, A. Kolesnikova, O. Leontiev, V. Melnyk. The axiological aspect of rationality is considered in
the works of V. Pyrozhenko, S. Yagodzinsky, etc.

The fundamental philosophical provisions of the methodology of scientific knowledge were laid
down by such scientists as: Aristotle, G. Galileo, M. Cusa, F. Bacon, R. Descartes, G. Leibniz, I. Kant,
G. Hegel, K. Popper, I. Lakatos, etc.

The works of prominent Ukrainian scientists: V. Vernadsky, M. Vasylenko, V. Kopnin, O. Levytsky
are devoted to the study of theoretical aspects and the organization of scientific research. The scientific
works of I. Klochkov, A. Konversky, O. Rubanets, S. Sumchenko, L. Shengerii are devoted to the issues of
methodology of modern scientific research.

Research task. The purpose of the study is to consider the problem of rationality in a historical
and philosophical context, to determine the nature, mechanisms of its development, different types of
rationality in European philosophical thought. The study of the genesis of the idea of rationality in the
context of the development of scientific knowledge will provide an opportunity to consider rationality as a
form of thinking, both in philosophy and in science.

Main material presentation. Rationality has historically been viewed primarily as logical
consistency, orderliness, compliance with the set goal, and productivity in scientific knowledge or practical
activity.

Considering rationality in general, they determine the ability of thinking to operate with concepts,
to reflect the world intelligently. Scientific rationality is the activity of creating idealized objects that are
recognized by science. In the socio-cultural aspect, rationality appears as a correspondence to the socio-
cultural system in which the activity is carried out. The socio-cultural aspect of rationality is considered
from the point of view of values, that is, rationality as a value, but rationality itself can also include value
aspects, then we can talk about the axiological aspects of scientific rationality.

So, rationality allows us to outline a certain commensurability of thinking and being, and its
consideration in the socio-cultural dimension in modern philosophical discourse makes it possible to realize
different types of rationality, such as scientific, practical, artistic, corresponding to different spheres of
human social life - science, philosophy, art, politics, personal life.

Conclusions. The genesis of rationality originates from its understanding in Antiquity, it was
addressed by philosophers of subsequent historical periods, and today, it is considered by scientists, and
the complexity of its interpretation emphasizes the diversity of its forms. Philosophical understanding of
the problem of scientific rationality is based on the concept of scientific truth, the most common concepts of
its existence, the use of various methodological support for scientific research.

Philosophy and science adhere to the logic of rational perception of the world, the main feature of
rationality is the interpretation of being through reason, the determination of the laws of the existence of
nature, man, society. Philosophy as reflective thinking, in which thought realizes itself in its attitude to
reality, determines human self-affirmation in the world, and science as a purposeful activity, a powerful
social institution, a component of industrial production and a set of fundamental research helps a person
solve both theoretical problems and practical goals.

THE CATEGORY OF BLINDNESS IN THE RECEPTIVE RESEARCH EXPERIENCE
(BASED ON ELEONOR PORTER’S NOVEL “DAWN?)

Abstract.

Relevance of the research. The article explores the category of blindness from historical,
cultural, philosophical, and literary perspectives, using the example of Eleanor Porter’s lesser-known novel
“Dawn”, which has not yet been widely studied in Ukrainian literary scholarship. The relevance of this topic
lies in the urgent need to reconsider the receptive experience of readers, which has historically been shaped
by the dominance of Western ocularcentrism. This dominance has contributed to the dehumanization of
blind figures in cultural discourse — an effect further exacerbated by the lack of in-depth analysis in both
disability studies and the examination of blindness as a literary category in specific prose texts.

Problem statement. The key research problem addressed in this article is the identification of
dominant representational models used to depict blind characters in literature. These models typically
reduce blindness to a compensatory mechanism, marginalize the blind subject, and metaphorize the
experience of blindness rather than treat it as an embodied and autonomous reality.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The article draws upon previous research that
conceptualizes blindness as a cultural phenomenon, particularly within the frameworks of disability
studies, narrative anthropology, and queer theory. This review of literature reveals a significant scholarly
gap in the study of Dawn and underscores the need for novel critical approaches. Among the scholars who
have contributed to the cultural analysis of blindness are J. Kleege, K. Lang, J. Vijayan, D. Mitchell, and
S. Snyder — figures whose work is foundational in the field of disability studies. Howeuver, it is the writings
of K. Jernigan that remain central to the conceptual reception of blindness in the humanities.

Research task. Given the lacunar status of blindness within receptive research paradigms, the
primary objective of this study is to develop new interpretative strategies for understanding blindness not
merely as a metaphor, but as a distinct mode of otherness. The article proposes to examine this category
through anthropological, sociocultural, emotional, and moral lenses.

Main material presentation. At the core of the study is the conceptual field of blindness as an
interdisciplinary category that functions not only as an aesthetic image but also as a socio-cultural, ethical,
and philosophical marker of its time. In this context, blindness is interpreted as a unique epistemological
modality that challenges the dominant visuality of Western thought. Through narrative, historical-
comparative, psychological, and hermeneutic analysis, the study examines prevailing models for
representing blindness in literature, focusing specifically on Eleanor Porter’s novel “Dawn”.

In analyzing the novel, the author highlights the symbolic function of the protagonist’s vision loss
as an existential turning point. This loss is not portrayed merely as a physical impairment, but as the
beginning of a transformative process through which the character gains a new mode of perceiving the self,
others, and the world. In “Dawn”, blindness is not framed solely as a tragedy; rather, it becomes a medium
for self-reflection, inner growth, and the reconfiguration of personal and social vision.

Key motifs in the novel include escapism (manifested as retreat into the self, isolation, or
withdrawal from the public gaze), the overcoming of social marginalization, and the internal struggle for
identity reconstruction. These thematic elements allow us to view the blind character not simply as “the
other,” but as a bearer of an alternative form of experience — an individual cast into a space of
misunderstanding, who ultimately overcomes alienation through the acceptance of a new identity.

Conclusions. The study emphasizes the necessity of rethinking receptive approaches to blindness
in literature. It calls for a revision of traditional representational canons and advocates for scholarly
attention to works that have been historically excluded from academic discourse, such as “Dawn”. The
article demonstrates the potential of blindness to function as a conceptually rich category, capable of
opening new semantic horizons within the humanities.

INTEGRITY IN THE PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF FUTURE TEACHERS:
THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF THE PROBLEM
Mariana Drobotenko
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. In the context of the current transformation of the educational
system, the issue of integrity as a component of the professional competence of future teachers is gaining
particular significance. The formation of ethical foundations for pedagogical activity is critically important
for ensuring quality education, especially in light of the moral challenges of a post-industrial society.

Problem statement. Integrity is not only an ethical ideal but also a functional component of
teacher professionalism. Its integration into the structure of professional competence requires a rethinking
of educational approaches to teacher training.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The issue of integrity in teacher education is
addressed in numerous scholarly studies that encompass philosophical, ethical, and educational
dimensions. In Ukrainian academic discourse, the moral and ethical competence of teachers is explored
from the perspective of educational axiology and the philosophy of upbringing (V. Andrushchenko,
M. Kultaeva, O. Suk). In the international context, significant contributions have been made by researchers
who interpret integrity through the lens of virtue ethics (A. MacIntyre, R. Hursthouse, H. Sockett, J. Stern).
Special attention is paid to the development of the teacher’s character, moral judgment, and the impact of
professional virtues on the quality of the educational process. There is a broad consensus on the need to
integrate an ethical dimension into teacher preparation, particularly through the development of practical
wisdom, reflective ability, and epistemic virtues.

Research task. The aim of the study is to reveal the essence of integrity as a key component of a
teacher’s professional competence through the perspective of virtue ethics and contemporary philosophical
approaches.

Main material presentation. The study focuses on revealing the content of integrity as a
fundamental element of professional teacher competence. It analyzes philosophical and ethical approaches
to understanding virtues, particularly in the context of the Aristotelian tradition (phronesis, episteme,
techne) and its contemporary interpretations. Practical wisdom, epistemic curiosity, academic integrity,
and reflective capacity are identified as essential traits of an effective teacher. Emphasis is placed on the
importance of developing the ability to make moral judgments in professional activity, as well as on the
role of pedagogical virtues in responding to the challenges of today’s multicultural and institutionally
constrained educational environment. Special attention is paid to the communicative nature of virtues as
elements of professional practice that emerge through interaction within the educational community.

Conclusions. The professional competence of a teacher goes beyond technical skills and includes
moral and ethical qualities. Virtue ethics, combined with social constructivist approaches, provides a
methodological foundation for shaping a morally responsible educator capable of acting ethically in
complex situations.

CHAPLAIN'S MINISTRY IN THE CONTEXT OF THE THEOLOGICAL TRANSFORMATIONS
OF UKRAINTAN BAPTISM

Abstract.
Relevance of the research. The full-scale war in Ukraine, ongoing since 2022, has caused
profound changes in the religious landscape, particularly in the theological consciousness of Ukrainian
Baptism. Under these circumstances, chaplaincy has acquired new forms and meanings, combining
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spiritual, moral, and social support for the military. This phenomenon requires theological reflection and
analysis in the context of the church’s mission transformation, its involvement in national recovery, and
shifts in public consciousness.

Problem statement. Pacifist tradition has long dominated the theology of Ukrainian Baptism,
but it is now being reconsidered in the face of war. Currently, there is a lack of systematic analysis of how
chaplaincy affects the transformation of ecclesiological, moral, and pastoral approaches within Baptist
theology. The problem lies in the insufficient study of the theoretical foundations and practical dimensions
of chaplaincy in the context of war-induced changes.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Certain aspects of chaplaincy in Ukrainian
Protestant churches have been addressed by contemporary scholars, yet these works are mostly descriptive
or socio-political in nature. The theological dimension—particularly in the context of Baptism—remains
underexplored. Existing publications do not fully capture the depth of the transformational processes
triggered by the war.

Research task. The purpose of this article is to explore the essence of chaplaincy within the All-
Ukrainian Union of Churches of Evangelical Christians-Baptists as a form of spiritual and psychosocial
support for military personnel, and to examine the theological transformations of Ukrainian Baptism
caused by the wartime experience. The main objective is to analyze new ecclesiological orientations, the
rethinking of pacifism, the theology of suffering, and the church’s social responsibility.

Main material presentation. The article outlines the historical prerequisites for the
development of chaplaincy in the Baptist context and analyzes its current practices, which integrate
pastoral care, psychological support, and social responsibility. It demonstrates that the war has become a
catalyst for rethinking church identity, the role of the faith community in society, and for changing
understandings of the theology of suffering, sacrifice, and participation in the struggle for national dignity.
The crisis of pacifist ideals, growing support for active Christian engagement, and emerging educational
and institutional needs for the advancement of chaplaincy are described.

Conclusions. Chaplaincy has become a significant factor in the spiritual mobilization of
Ukrainian Baptism during wartime, contributing to theological renewal and the expansion of the church’s
ecclesiological vision. It forms a new paradigm of Christian presence in critical social processes and
highlights the need for deep theological analysis of war experience and the practical training of ministers.
The effective development of this ministry requires institutional support, an interdisciplinary educational
approach, and active participation of religious communities in the nation’s recovery.

PRACTICAL ADVANTAGES OF USING SELECTED DESCRIPTORS OF MARY DOUGLAS’S
TYPOLOGY (USED TO STUDY RELIGION) IN INTERACTING WITH THE PROTESTANTS OF
UKRAINE

Ivan Kunderenko
Abstract.

Relevance of the research. Mary Douglas's theory of group/grid is a valuable tool in religious
studies and sociology, as it helps analyse the impact of social structures on human behaviour. It explains
the dynamics of community and the number of social roles, which affect interaction within the group and
control over the individual. This theory allows us to predict group and individual behaviour and dynamics,
and explains how belonging to a given cosmology affects decision-making. Its principles contribute to more
effective interaction and communication with different communities.

Problem statement. Analysing religious communities through cultural paradigms is essential
for understanding their interaction with the social environment. Mary Douglas's Group/Grid theory helps
to explore the behavioural patterns, values, and rituals of groups, adapting these concepts to contemporary
realities. Her interdisciplinary approach combines sociology, anthropology, and religious studies,
especially for Protestant communities in Ukraine, where a historically marginalised approach needs to be
changed. Douglas's theory contributes to assessing social norms, group dynamics, and decision-making,
which is vital for creating a just society. Her ideas open up opportunities for practical recommendations
and solutions to current problems, helping to predict and strengthen social interaction.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In our previous studies, we have argued for
the need to move away from Niebuhr's static religious studies typology, although it remains popular in
Ukraine, along with the typologies of M. Weber and E. Trotzsch. The Western tradition of religious studies
is increasingly focused on dynamic models. Mary Douglas's cultural model is a dynamic model, but it is
hardly studied in Ukraine, except for the English-language publication by N. Kryvda and S. Storozhuk. A
number of foreign researchers adapt the Douglas model to different contexts: J. Meschalk uses it to reduce
crime in the EU, R. Baskerville uses it for business development in a multicultural environment, J. Spickard
analyzes the transformation of the model, and M. Thompson and his group criticize it for certain
limitations. At the same time, they try to find correlations between the dynamic Douglas paradigm and
static models. None of the researchers adapts these developments to the dialogue with the Protestant
community in Ukraine, which makes our approach novel.

Research task. To explore the benefits of Mary Douglas' typology in interacting with Ukrainian
Protestants, those advantages come as a gain of a deeper understanding of the social dynamics of the
community and improving a dialogue with its members. Douglas's dynamic approach facilitates the
analysis of the views and practices of religious groups, allowing for the consideration of their differences
to create effective communication strategies. This will help build more constructive engagement and better
adapt cultural and social ideas to the needs of the community.

Main material presentation. The author introduces the reader to M. Douglas's typology, which
proposes to assess societies using a coordinate system, where the horizontal dimension determines the
degree of control over the individual and the boundaries of the groupness, as well as how strongly the group
guards its boundaries. The vertical dimension, on the other hand, measures the level of grid and social roles.
The main key descriptors considered are: communication, blame, envy, economic growth/change, scarcity,
risk, apathy, and conflict resolution. Each of these descriptors is accompanied by an application to
Ukrainian Protestants and an explanation of the corresponding cosmology.

Conclusions. The application of Mary Douglas' paradigm to Protestant communities in Ukraine
can transform the interaction between society and the religious community, provided that one avoids
transferring one's own cosmology to others. Due to its interdisciplinarity, the paradigm effectively supports
analysis through an emic approach, taking into account the influence of Durkheim's ideas. A particularly
promising area is the study of “problematic” areas, such as missionary work, where communication
difficulties are possible due to different cosmologies. This typology serves as a powerful tool for
understanding the organization of Protestant communities in Ukraine and their impact on culture, values,
and social development.
