Urgency of the research.

Academics that are looking forward
to bright future; frame education
policies that are fitting to Indian life
style with going back to the roots of
Indian Education System and see if
it fits to the current generation —
their necessities, requirements and
prosperity; to rejuvenate the Indian
Education System in synthesis to
International Education System.
This will be more apt research
objective. Also one has to find out
what role does language, in case of
India “English” medium, play to
enrich or deteriorate the situation.

The statement of basic
materials. The material is to go
back to the work of the master-
academicians of British Rule and
Post British Rule times. Some asked
for radical change in the education
system, like Rabindranath Tagore;
but people like M. K. Gandhi were
moderate and thought of self-
sufficient education system. Many
other academicians till date are

figuring out new educational
policies either to ‘decolonize’ or
‘revitalize’  Indian Education

System; this being the Indian ‘post-

modern deconstruction’ of rigid and
orthodox being replaced by
progressive  and  invigorating
policies; not giving up the old but
‘revitalizing’ the old in new
scenario.

Urgency of the research. “The European elite undertook to
manufacture a native elite. They picked out promising adolescents; they
branded them, as with a red-hot iron, with the principles of western
culture; they stuffed their mouths with high-sounding phrases, grand
glutinous words that stuck to the teeth. After a short stay in the mother
country they were sent home, whitewashed. These walking lies had
nothing left to say to their brothers; they only echoed” Jean-Paul Sartre
[1].

The above quote from the great existentialist Jean-Paul Sartre
(1905-1980) reflects the mood of the present educational system of post-
colonial India. Indeed one need to think of decolonizing the educational
system otherwise it will jeopardize the purpose of academics in India;
where knowledge is possible but wisdom of implementing this
knowledge will be in lurch. Why this situation aroused in the first place?
As Sartre says it is to produce the “native elite”; and this gives the
imperialist countries a tremendous boost of power-consciousness.

On the other hand, to look at Indian culture and civilization, science
and philosophy, art and aesthetics, ethics and spirituality, politics,
economics and other social sciences from Western perspective has
distorted the holistic understanding of Indian civilization. The Indian
wisdom has been distorted, termed as worthless and primitive and a
paradigm of Western evaluation can do justice to the complete education
system is the overall take of not only the imperial countries but their
colonies also. The urgency demands to decolonize the Indian minds and
restore to its authentic understanding. Viewing everything from Western
“categories” has destroyed the youth of India. The glorious culture and
civilization seems to be of bygone era that has no relevance in
contemporary times is the basic understanding of the modern youth in
India. India gained its independence in 1947, till date after almost
seventy years Indian minds are still colonized and in true sense self-rule
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(swaraj) is not achieved. Therefore, there is a need to revitalize Indian
Education System and decolonize the Indian minds.

Target setting. The need is seriously felt to set the target of setting
the authentic set of paradigm to re-evaluate Indian Education System. It
is always important to note that the colonial rule of the British left the
indented mark on Indian mind where the new rational outlook of the
Western civilization indeed provided them with new jobs and
sophisticated mannerism of the “white” which was obviously very catchy;
at the same time their Indian life-style did not permit them to completely
get compromised with the ‘new teachings’. So the indigenous populace
was now in dilemma; and this amalgamation brought about complete
ambiguity in their minds. From British rule till date unfortunately this
dilemma persists and the ambiguity deepens. This creates a peculiar
situation for Indians (so also anywhere the colonies were established).
Well described in the following quote, “The history of Western
civilization articulated in what I have called the “modern/colonial
capitalist/patriarchal Western-centric/Christian-centric world-system”
has privileged the culture, knowledge, and epistemology produced by the
West inferiorizing the rest. No culture in the world remained untouched
by the European modernity. There is no absolute outside to this system.
The monologism and monotopic global design of the West relates to
other cultures and peoples from a position of superiority and is deaf
toward the cosmologies and epistemologies of the non-Western world”
(Grosfoguel 2011, p. 24) [2].

Therefore, to decolonize the Indian minds will help the indigenous
cultures to value themselves; here “language” plays a pivotal role. But
one thing is to be kept in mind — this is not restricted to the country like
India, but is a global phenomenon faced by the countries; those were
colonies or still a strong hold of their imperialist counterpart even after
their departure. Educational sphere needs it the most as it will pull out
the masses from inferiority complex suffered by their ancestors up to
their own present times. The feeling of being a ‘loser’ by these natives
giving rise to the psychological issues of guilty consciousness, inferiority
complex and enslavement is to too vast to eradicate. And wanting to
remain at the level of ‘enslavement’ will deteriorate human existence.
For this, the epistemic upliftment of the minds of Indians and the
existential issues of being in the state of ambiguity; which is the
ontological issue — has to be erased by revitalizing, restoring and
reanalyzing from the grass-root level. The question that follows is — are
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we to discard completely the Western structures? First of all it is NOT
possible and it also shouldn’t be like that. ‘Knowledge’ is never a waste of
time and energy. (The following part of the article will try to prove this.)
Human beings move forward and in this globalized world it is therefore
very important to know what happened, is happening and future
‘happenings’ that will bear the positive fruits. It is just to set the goal to
have the ‘best’. So knowledge of indigenous socio-cultural elements
along with later Western impact and moving towards the ‘best’ has to be
the target. One can never ignore the fact that education is always in a
state of flux and best should be chosen. Therefore decolonization is very
crucial. As Michel DeGraff says, “(In Haiti), like in most nations still
struggling against neo-colonial powers from both within and without,
social justice and equal opportunity for all will remain figments of our
imagination as long as we have not decolonized our research and
teaching practices, our views of ourselves and our languages, cultures,
etc., and our relationships with foreign powers” [3]. If this is true of
Haiti, it is true for all the former colonies, including India. So the whole
of Indian Education System need to be reconsidered and re-evaluated.
India is a land of diversity where different religions, languages, dialects,
races and cultures live under one of the largest democracy in the world.
The umbrella is vast enough to accommodate the variety and the division
of Indian states after independence from British was based on languages.
These languages play a pivotal role in Indian life as it demonstrates
Indian culture. The geography is so very variegated that it needs a very
subtle way of handling this diversity. So the target setting is to install a
new way of looking and analyzing the Indian Education System from its
diversified states having different language and culture. And introduce
new policies to enrich the education system.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. As we have
seen earlier in this paper - is decolonizing in this globalized world
possible? Somewhere one has to begin and it has to start with
academicians and educationists; those who were there and are working
at present on the issue.

In British Rule, India had a reshuffling of its education system; this
was in the late eighteenth century. English education and knowledge of
Western science helped produce the requirement of clerks and ‘babus’ in
the newly developing administrative system. Industrial revolution that
affected the Western world percolated its wings in Indian Education
System. So the need to create a cluster of ‘so-called’ modern educated
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class was the need of the British Empire to run their newly developed
administrative system, their industries and factories — in India and in
England and to have third level job seekers demanding less salary but
putting in their best to enrich ‘their’ (British) companies. The authentic
Indian wisdom had a tremendous set back. The British really did not
invest much of its finances to enrich the education system; as their needs
were fulfilled with meager expenditure.

Subjects like Philosophy, Literature, History, Sociology and many
more especially of Humanities’ discipline have to be protected from
colonial kaleidoscope. The imperialist interpreted all major Arts faculty
subjects in such a way that let them maintain their dominance on the
respective colonies. But according to eminent poet and Professor Dr.
Makarand Paranjape (1960) (Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi)
we must stop accusing the West for all that has happened and was made
to happen and start researching and working on the line of revitalizing
Indian Education System. According to him, the concept of ‘swaraj
(Self-Rule) is more appropriate than the word ‘decolonization’ as it has a
negative connotation. He suggests that swaraj is associated to the
concept of ‘Indian nationalism’ and Indian nationalism is completely
differing in its meaning and context than other forms of nationalism.
Because for Indian Nationalism , ‘In my Swaraj lies your Swaraj’.
Dr. Paranjape also asks us to take precaution of not ‘misunderstanding’
or ‘misinterpreting’ the concept of ‘decolonization’. What caution?
According to him, if Indian interpretation of decolonization turns out to
be ‘chauvinistic’, then it is a big set-back to the whole process of
improving our education system because Indian Education System is not
working in aloofness from other spheres of Indian life or from other
parts of the world. It is in connection to other spheres as well; and they
too need decolonization. Other important thing that he mentions is India
is a land of unity in diversity in relation to its spiritualism and culture,
but there have never been political unity in India as other minorities
based on caste, religion and races have always been marginalized and
have never been incorporated in the main stream Indian life. Therefore,
along with Western rationalism in synthesis to Indigenous perspective
we need to have research and analysis to revitalize Indian Education
System. In his book, Dr. Paranjape writes, “It embarrasses us to say that
we have not read Marx, Gramsci, Derrida, Foucault, Levinas....., whereas
it is almost a matter of pride to confess that we have not even heard of or
read Buddhadev Bose, Shantinath Desai, G. H. Devy, Dharampal......to
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name a few. To admit that we have not read major Euro-American critics
is to concede to one’s incompetence; to say that we have not read our
Indian peers is merely to indicate our low opinion of them. In fact, it is
only slightly fashionable to divulge in India that we have not read or are
not interested in Rabindranath Tagore, M. K. Gandhi. Sri Aurobindo, B.
R. Ambedkar and so on. On the other hand, to declare that one has not
read the Bhagavad Gita, the Upanishads, the Dhammapada or Kabir,
Nanak, Tulsi and so on is often considered a positive advantage” [5].

But one thing is clear there needs to decolonize Indian minds and
that can take place with revitalizing Indian Education System.

The research objective. The research objective remains very
clear — that is decolonize the Indian minds. Somewhere it is becoming
very difficult task that at this level in contemporary times as English
medium education institutes are flourishing day and night. In 1835,
Thomas Macaulay (1800-1859), a British historian and politician who
impacted Indian education to such an extent that it’s echo has retained
and deepened to the grass-root of Indian education system. He
introduced English medium school with English speaking teachers all
over India; wiping out regional languages and popular Hindustani from
all schools. Though it meant in a way good as caste system was so very
dominating and speaking Sanskrit and Hindustani was only to a
privileged community. But Macaulay brought about another divide by
creating the ‘haves’ and ‘have-nots’; those who speak English were
labeled superior to those who did not. He also thought to influence the
world that being “English” is superior to any other community; and this
can be done by introducing English in the British colony and erasing the
native languages. Even today the disparity continues; those speaking
English are considered superior and those who do not are illiterate
barbaric. Macaulay noted, “It is, I believe, no exaggeration to say that all
the historical information which has been collected from all the books
written in Sanskrit language is less valuable than what may be found in
the most paltry abridgements used at preparatory schools in England”
[7]. This gives us a brief idea as to what he thought of the great Sanskrit
language and how petty was Indian education system. This made the
whole issue of colonization a sensitive one where the motive was to
belittle the importance of the native lands and pose superiority of the
imperialist regime. The enslavement is so deep rooted that this pattern
of English medium in educational institutions seems to be a
magnanimous task to erase. So the same point has to be reiterated that
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to establish swaraj (Self-Rule) in the true sense of the term (instead of
the term ‘decolonization’) and revitalize Indian Education System.

The statement of basic materials. According to Rabindranath
Tagore (1861-1941) English education could not serve the purpose of
educating the masses in true sense of the term. Krishna Kumar
elaborates the idea of Tagore in his book Politics of Education in
Colonial India, “English education had denied the Indian child the
opportunity to learn through the ‘natural’ medium of his own mother
tongue. Knowledge acquired through a foreign language, Tagore argued,
could never become an organic part of the learner’s personality. Indian
students, he said, ‘never see in the right perspective the environment and
the process of growth of those thoughts which they are compelled to
learn’. (Tagore, 1961a: 2018). This was one of the reasons, Tagore
thought, European ideas failed to trigger the spirit of inquiry in the
Indian mind” [7]. Therefore, Tagore established Vishva Bharati at
Santiniketan in West Bengal, India. This gave the students to learn in
Bangla language, the regional language of the Bengalis, which opened up
the avenue of creative thought process in every student. It is old style of
educating students in natural environment surrounded by nature’s
elements. This is similar to ancient Vedic education that was imparted by
teacher to students under a tree; the language was Sanskrit.

But M. K. Gandhi’s (1869-1948) ideas were not so radical. He
believed in self-supportive education system. According to him if
education remains the realm of the elite class, then it would not serve its
purpose. So let the lower caste and lower strata of society get education;
and this can happen only when the vocational training is given to
students, the handicraft is encouraged and schools remain self-sufficient,
not depending on the state (on British government in those days) to
sponsor them.

Gandhi insisted that education must be imparted in mother-tongue
to the students of that region. He emphasized on character building
rather than technical and scientific know-how in education. Gandhi said,
“We hold that real education does not consist merely in acquainting
oneself with ancient or modern books. It consists in the habits which one
knowingly imbibes from the atmosphere, one’s surroundings and the
company one keeps and above all in work. It is all very well to acquire a
stock of knowledge from good books or from other sources. But the more
important thing is to learn humanity. The primary function of teachers
is, therefore, not to teach the alphabet, but to inculcate humanity” [From
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Gujarati] [Indian Opinion. 18-5-1907] [8]. So, Gandhi was quite avert to
English medium education.

Jyotiba Phule (1827-1890) and his wife Savitribai Phule (1831-1897)
were the first Indian couple to open school for girls. They were more into
revitalizing Indian Education System. They were social reformers to
eradicate caste system and untouchability. So Jyotiba Phule found the
Society for Seekers of Truth (Satyashodhak Samaj). According to him,
education is must to females and lower caste people. For him, the upper
caste Brahmins were privileged to have education; the lower castes and
the Dalits (called untouchables in former times) were never given the
opportunity. No doubt English education brought about the concept of
equality but unfortunately it produced other ‘English qualified elite
group’; which again did not incorporate the lower strata of Indian
society. So Phule revitalized Indian education system by pioneering the
girls’ and all castes school that provided education to all irrespective of
religion, caste, race or gender. So also in the writings of Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar (1891-1956) one finds the same ideas reflected. ‘On gth
October 1920 Dr. Ambedkar stated in his Marathi (regional language of
Maharashtra, India) Weekly, Mooknayak (Mute Hero) as follows:
“When the six and a half crores of the Excluded classes society were to
fill the knowledge-tank and when the tree of national unity were to grow
healthy only then would the Indian nations fate come to rise.....Just as
there is the norm treating men with one another in this nature even so is
there a need of the education to improve that norm, to grow one’s
knowledge and to earn one’s reputation” [10].

So there were masters who had their individual take on Indian
education system. They were either radical with regard to decolonizing
Indian education system; or were moderate with regard to the issue. But
in both cases revitalization of Indian Education System was their
contention. So we need to take the best of the past and should be vibrant
enough to accept the best of contemporary times. This being the Indian
‘post-modern deconstruction’ of rigid and orthodox being replaced by
progressive and invigorating policies; not giving up the old but
‘revitalizing’ the old in new scenario.

Conclusions. In conclusion, various academicians worked hard on
setting the Indian Education System; though a bit variegated in their
opinion; in certain aspects they were all same and that is: we do need to
revitalize Indian Education System. Though the Western impact was
undeniable; and knowledge seems to have no boundaries, still
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decolonizing was a requirement in a different sense. According to
Sri Aurobindo (1872-1950), the great Indian spiritual Guru, philosopher,
poet and nationalist, knowledge has no compartmentalization. One
needs to incorporate knowledge of ancient Indian civilization and Indian
culture in synthesis to modern epistemology and ontology; knowledge
that is contemporary and ever growing; all brought together under the
vistas of ‘academics’. This will make a complete package, not of the
corporate world but of the realm of wisdom. According to Sri Aurobindo,
“(Education brings out) to full advantage, makes ready for the full
purpose and scope of human life all that is in the individual man, and
which at the same time helps him to enter his right relations with the life,
mind and soul of the people to which he himself is a unit and his people
or nation a living, a separate and yet inseparable member”
(Sri Aurobindo, Vol. 17, p. 198) [11].

Coming to Western interpretation of Indian art, religion and
philosophy has often too nasty; as already what Macaulay said about
Indian education, scripture and Sanskrit language writings. So also one
finds in the writing of Hegel’s interpretation of Indian aesthetics and
philosophy as being too crude, superstitious, unnatural and certain
aversion to ancient Indian wisdom. But in the book Hegel’s India, the
authors mention that though Hegel criticizes Indian aesthetics and
religious philosophy, he did it with the rationalistic scale of Western
epistemology. The quote goes, “With specific reference to Hegel’s “rather
disrespectful language”, Herring’s (who criticized Hegel for his
disrespectful remarks about Indian philosophy) remarks are quite true.
But to suggest, therefore, that his (Hegel’s) reflections are “not very
enlightening” is a touch hasty. For Hegel’s comments on India are
extremely enlightening at least in respect to the nature, requirement, and
self-understood standing of his own system” [12].

Today, therefore we require reanalyzing and reevaluating the whole
of Indian Education System in its entirety; the ‘holistic’ view. If it is
called ‘decolonization’, swaraj (Self Rule), nationalism or revitalizing
Indian Education System, one has to take into consideration the ancient
i.e. the Vedic era, the great universities at Nalanda and Taxila, the
medieval era that saw revolutionary and rebelling movements and pre-
British, during British and post-British era till date the master-minds to
tried to build a system of education that is best for India. This paper was
an attempt to think on the line of ‘revitalizing Indian Education System’
as India was, is and living in unity in diversity.
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India is no doubt producing thousands of graduates every year, the
industrial life-style in post-colonial India has imparted certain skilled
based graduates; and the impact of colonial education had a lot to do
with this. But contemporary educationists doubt — are we imparting
‘education proper’ in the true sense of the term? Value based education
has always been given priority in ancient Indian education system, but
can we avoid the fast speeding globalized and corporate/industrialized
skill based education system? Indeed we have to keep pace with the
contemporary world; but we have to revive the old traditional education
institutions that imparted knowledge of values, morality and ethical life
style which will bring about peace and harmony in the society; where
‘small is beautiful’ can make an individual satisfied with one’s life; and
that is the need of the hour. As Swami Vivekananda (1863-1902) says,
“Education is not the amount of information that is put into your brain
and run riots there, undigested all your life. We must have life building,
man making, character making assimilation of ideas” [13].

Dharampal (1922-2006), an Indian thinker, historian and political
philosopher, who was highly inspired by M. K. Gandhi; his quote can
sum up this paper, “What India had in the sphere of education two
centuries ago and the factors which led to its decay and replacement are
indeed a part of history. Even if the form could be brought back to life, in
the context of today, or of the immediate future, many aspects of it may
no longer be apposite. Yet what exists today has little relevance either.
An understanding of that which existed and of the process which created
the irrelevance India has today, in time, could however help devise what
best suits India’s requirements and the ethos of its people” [14].
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Urgency of the research.
Education must aim at the integral
development of personality and that
we need to have complete education
for the complete human being. An
educational system which did not
help to inculcate nationalism is
useless. A real educational system
should able to inject a sense of pride
in the nation’s history, culture and
its ancestors. The colonialism had an
internal psychological construct and
paid less attention to the externally
superimposed domination of the
foreign power. It is essential to
review the educational policies
under the British rule to understand
the present and visualize the future.

Target setting. Development
of education system during the
British period was determined by the
needs of the colonial powers. If we
analyze the development during
British period, we will find that the
colonial interests have always
shaped the then educational policies
of India. Sri Aurobindo says,
patriotism is the pure love and
devotion for the motherland. He
dreamed of a nationalism which

moved towards universal
humanism. He believed that the
educational system should be

capable of infusing nationalism
among the new generation.

Urgency of the research. Education must aim at the integral
development of personality and that we need to have complete education
for the complete human being. The concept of the integral development
of personality demands for the harmonization of the rational, ethical,
aesthetic and spiritual development of an individual. An educational
system which did not help to inculcate nationalism is useless. A real
educational system should able to inject a sense of pride in the nation’s
history, culture and its ancestors. It is from this sense of pride that true
nationalism begins to flourish. Even though we had a glorious past, still
we could not impart this true sense of history to our new generation. The
reason for this is that till date, we could not able to Indianise the
educational system. Nationalism is not just the love for a geographical
entity rather it is the love for the millions residing in that nation. It is
the love for the traditions of that nation.
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Indian elite actually wants an ‘English India’. It feels natural to
them; the so called Ultra modern feels more at home in English than in
their mother tongue because of their education is in English medium.
They feel superior to the masses, who don’t speak this so called ‘world
language’. Without being spelt out, the fact is that those fluent in English
with the right accent form the topmost class in Indian society. This fact
does not prevent many of them from castigating the upper class as those
who unfairly ‘oppress’ others who does not speak English language.
However, at present a churning takes place that shakes this privileged
position. There is certain revival of an Indian identity, and tradition and
language are major aspects of it.

The colonialism had an internal psychological construct and paid
less attention to the externally superimposed domination of the foreign
power. This domination will collapse once the people aroused from the
chains of the slavery of colonials. Indian wisdom is a weapon to fight
with colonial power which is deep rooted after the 200 years of rule on
India. To understand the educational thoughts on the postcolonial
perspective, one has to understand the complex nature of Indian cultural
history from the ancient times till the advent of the British rule in India.

India is a country which has a rich history and tradition in
education. Due to a continuous series of invasions, the nation lost its
political unity and through this it’s ancient educational system and
cultural tradition. India is a country of saints which perceived knowledge
as the almighty and the effort to acquire knowledge as a spiritual. The
traditional system of universal education prevalent in the country was
destroyed by the invaders and Indian thinkers considered reinstating
this system as a mandatory prerequisite to the attainment of political
freedom. They proposed a system of education which was both value
based and rooted in ancient Indian traditions. They stood for an
indigenous system of education which was aimed at imbibing love for the
country and ensuring national integration. Due to the collapse of
traditional Indian education system the Indian wisdom in the field of
intellectual, economical and social fields was partially lost due to the
1000 years of imperialism. The British colonial rule of 200 years led to a
weakening of the traditional national unity by introducing colonial
education system to serve the colonial masters. The British implemented
an educational system which virtually destroyed the cultural unity of
India by this they succeeded in destroying the self-confidence.
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The education System should be child centre which will put the
child in the centre of the classroom but also in the centre of the society
itself. This paper tries to focus on the challenges present in front of India
in the area of education system in pre and post Colonial period because
right from the beginning of their relationship with India, the British, who
had come as traders and had become rulers and administrators, had
influenced the economic, political and educational systems of the
country. It is essential to review the educational policies under the
British rule to understand the present and visualize the future. In the
light of the very backdrop of the history of the development of free and
compulsory education in India need to analyse pre- independence and
post-independence policy of the education for the harmonization of
education for making a complete human being rather than a clerk
earning salary.

Actually the educational system implemented in India was devised
by Macaulay and was meant to create a class of people who would serve
the colonial masters. The British East India Company functioned as an
agency for trade between Britain and India. The company started
educational work in India aimed at implementing its imperialistic
designs. The legislation passed in the British parliament in 1813, made it
easy for the company to directly implement the educational policy of its
choice in India. The policy of direct government funding of educational
institutions was implemented following the 1813 legislation. It was with
this legislation that English education was imposed all over the country
with government funding. The aim of this policy was the destruction of
local indigenous educational institutions. With the implementation of
the mandatory condition that knowledge of English was necessary for
getting jobs in the government sector; the need for indigenous
educational centers became unnecessary.

The letter written by Macaulay to his father reveals the true purpose
of the educational system which he planned to impose on the Indian
population. It reveals that the purpose of this education was to destroy
Indian values and beliefs and through this the culture of the nation. “Our
English schools are increasing by leaps and bounds and now the
condition has reached to a position that it has become difficult to
accommodate the students. Hindus are much influenced with education.
There is no Hindu, who may keep faith in his religion after studying
English. I have full confidence that, if our educational policy succeeds,
then no idolater will be left in Bengal. All this will be done naturally
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without any religious preaching and interference” [1]. Western historian
has given the impression that education and educational institutions in
this country were first started in this country by the Westerners which
were totally wrong impression.

Gandhiji says, “without fear of my figures being challenged
successfully, that India is today more illiterate than it was fifty or a
hundred years ago, and so is Burma because the British administrators,
when they came to India, instead of taking hold of things as they were,
began to root them out. They scorched the soil and began to look at the
root, and left the root like that and the beautiful tree perished” [2].
Gandhiji had repeatedly asserted in ‘Young India’ that the education
system of India had declined because of the British rule.

Actual scientific researches and issues analysis. Macaulayan
system of education of pre Colonial period grew, and it has become so
hardened that in spite of great efforts at the recovery of Indian pedagogy,
we find it extremely difficult to develop and establish in India the real
soul of the Indian pedagogy and its new and progressive forms in post
colonial era. In fact the problem is very serious, and a good deal of
research is required before we can find the right direction and the right
remedies to the problem of present system of education.

The eminent nationalist thinker’s including social reformers like
Lokmanya Tilak, Gopal Krishna Gokhale, Keshavchandra Sen, Lala
Lajpatrai, Mahatma Gandhi, Rabindranath Tagore, K. M. Munshi,
Madan Mohan Malviya and other nationalist upheld the concept that the
national education should be part of the struggle for freedom along with
spiritual luminaries like Dayananda Saraswathi, Swami Vivekananda
and Sri Aurobindo. They put the effort to establish a number of
institutions, which imparted educational curricula rooted in national
values all over the country.

They proposed an alternative national education system as a pre-
requisite to political independence. This paper tries to analyze the
problem of Macauayan education system and its impact on pre and post
colonial period in India and decolonization of present education system
and minds of Indian people with the indigenous education system.

When the nationalists realized that the educational system imposed
by the colonialists was meant to strengthen the colonial rule and enslave
the people rather than to enlighten them, they rejected the colonial
system of education and uphold a nationalist alternative. The idea of
national education is connected to the concept of the struggle for
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freedom. The British imperialism was not confined to the political
sphere. To strengthen their political dominance they implemented a
parallel imperialism in the intellectual and cultural domains. The British
used Macaulay’s system of education to implement this agenda. Because
of this, it became the aim of the nationalists to acquire an intellectual
and cultural autonomy along with political freedom. They proposed an
alternative national education system as a pre-requisite to political
independence.

Under the chairmanship of Rash Bihari Bose, a National Council of
Education was set up as part of the Swadeshi educational movement as a
counter to the Westernized educational system introduced by the British
government. The aim of this council was to set up educational
institutions in the ‘swadeshi’ mould. This came into existence in 1906
March 11th, The first educational institution set up by this ‘National
Council’ was the Bengal National College in Calcutta. Sri Aurobindo was
the first principal. Aurobindo, who was born in 1872 Aug 15t in Bengal
and attained Samadhi is 1950 Dec 5t at Pondicherry, was a known as
great thinker and educationalist. During the freedom struggle he was in
the ranks of the revolutionaries and after few years this revolutionary
evolved into an ardent spiritualist. He strongly believed that the freedom
of the country was closely linked with the educational level of the masses.

According to Sri Aurobindo, the concept of national freedom could
not be confined to the idea of political freedom because the basis of
political freedom was to be freedom of intellectual slavery. This freedom
of intellect was the product of an educational system which can inculcate
pride and confidence in the national history.

The research objective. The main objective was to find the
possible answers to the above mention problem and its impact. As a part
of this research, I have to reestablish the greatness of the Indian system
of education and the aim of national education is to imparted
educational curricula rooted in national values in all over the country.

The statement of basic material. The aim of education should
not be confined to a means of livelihood. Instead it should lead to the
total development of one’s personality and make one a complete person.
The educational system evolved by the nationalist leadership as part of
the freedom struggle was the blueprint for the future. Yet the system of
education which was implemented in free India was not in line with the
aspirations of the nationalist leadership. Education is an agency of
social change, which transforms the society into a better place for man
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to live. The right kind of education is undoubtedly a stimulus to think,
question and inquire into the truth and thereby refine and purify the
human consciousness. It is the function of education to impart the right
kind of knowledge, skills, attitudes and values among the students. So,
that they become harmonious within themselves and resourceful
citizens playing their roles effectively in the development of the nation.

The studies carried out on education and education reforms in free
India and the reports generated by the commissions set up for the same
have pointed out that the aim of education in this country should
cultivate nationalism among the students and to develop strong
personalities. All the educational commissions set up have called for the
development of the physical, intellectual, ethical and spiritual strength of
the students. Doctor Radhakrishnan Commission (1948-49), Kothari
Commission (1964-66), National Educational Policy (1986),
Ramamurthy Committee (1990), National Educational Advisory Report
(1992), the instruction of the Planning Commission for value based
education (1992), the report of the Parliamentary Committee led by
S.B.Chavan (1999) [3] all these documents pointed to the need for a
value based system of education. The development of personality is
considered as the cornerstone of any educational effort. UNESCO
defined education as, “The physical, intellectual, emotional and ethical
integration of an individual into a complete man is a broad definition of
the fundamental aim of education” [4].

The ultimate aim of traditional education was the production of
holistic personalities dedicated to the service of the nation. The emphasis
of education was the pursuit of knowledge rather than the pursuit of
jobs. Contemporary education serves to popularize the culture of
consumerism. This leads the society unavoidably to a situation of cut-
throat competition. The reason for the present societal restlessness can
be traced to this philosophy of ‘the survival of the fittest’.

Sri Aurobindo agrees to this observation and states that, “Our goal
is not mechanical. It is spiritual and based on the concept of ‘dharma’
(righerousness). Our target is not the establishment of new system of
government but the reconstruction of the entire nation” [5] Our
education system should serve to reconstruct the whole national edifice.
One aim is the evolution of a new generation; a generation, which is to be
nationalistic, culturally sublime and value based. Sri Aurobindo had a
clear and precise view about the kind of educational system required to
mould our generation in order to achieve the above aims.
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The aim of colonial education was aimed at ensuring the intellectual
slavery among the Indian masses. The system was designed to inject all
the negative aspects of Western life into the national environment. Our
educational system, should have aimed at inculcating the Indian nation
with nationalism, love for the motherlands, self-respect and the need for
self- sufficiency. Instead, the education system was designed to enslave
the people with a sense of subjugation to the white man. Sri Aurobindo
comments upon this, “Intellectual development guided by the well
calibrated injection of ‘English thought’. That is why we refuse to accept
those ideas which are appropriate for our requirement. Instead, we
choose to use the torn and soiled clothes which even the Englishmen
have abandoned” [5].

Sri Aurobindo’s concept of education was based on Bharatheeya
philosophy and seeks to promote Indian -culture, love for the
motherland, and the Indian value system. He believed that India had
much to learn from the West. He also believed that the spiritual gains of
India could be useful to the West as much as the Western scientific
knowledge would find use in India. The ultimate aim of education was
the emancipation of the soul. The idea that ‘humanity would evolve into
an ideal society' was his unique contribution. His educational system was
meant to create this ideal society. His philosophy is not just a
philosophy based on God and his manifestation; it is actually ‘Poorna
Advaita’ (Integral Dualism). The philosophy that recognizes, matter,
soul, the ‘Nirguna Brahman’ (Ultimate Reality without any qualified
qualities) and the ‘Saguna Brahman’(Ultimate Reality with auspicious
qualities) is called Integral theory. His education policy is based on this
integral philosophy. The core of His system of education is to evolve the
human mind into the Supermind.

He upheld that Integral Education must emphasise the psychic and
mental aspects in addition to the physical and mental aspects as denoted
by the matter and spirit respectively. The cultivation of the aspects like,
beauty, power, knowledge and love is essential what he termed as
‘Integral Education’. Beauty is to be realised through physical culture.
Power is to be related to control sensations. Knowledge helps in
developing a mental make-up of an alert mind.Love is the formation of
desirable feelings and emotions, which should be directed towards
others and the communion with the Divine. He enunciated three
principles of teaching methods. Firstly, nothing can be taught by heart.
All knowledge is within one’s self and as revealed through the process of
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‘Swadharma’ and ‘Swabhava’. Knowledge is the seed of education;
know the self. The duty of the teacher is to show the child where true
knowledge lies and how the knowledge can come to the surface. The
second principle is that the child should be consulted over his growth;
nothing should be imposed from within. Education should be provided
according to the needs of the individual. Thus flexibility, innovation and
initiative are extremely essential for natural growth and education of the
child. The third principle is that the child should be led from near too far.
Our motto should be from known to the unknown. This is nothing but
the holistic development.

For complete education must have five principal aspects relating to
the five principal activities of the human being as earlier stated - the
Physical, the Vital, the Mental, the Psychic and the Spiritual. Usually,
these phases of education succeed each other in a chronological order
during the growth of the individual. This however does not mean that
one should replace the other but that all must continue in succession,
completing each other, till the end of life. He states that, the education
process should touch the physical, mental, psychic and spiritual faculties
of an individual. This educational vision of Aurobindo is known as
‘Integral Education’. In this, Aurobindo gave maximum importance to
physical and spiritual education.

The greatest educationalist, those who played important roles in
designing education systems have, in their quest to develop ideal
processes and structure of education. The pioneering educational
philosophers like Rousseau, Montessori, Pestalozzi, Bertrand Russell,
Paulo Freire, and Piaget, it is now being increasingly recognised that
education must be based on the psychology of the child-nature. Each
human being is a self-developing soul and that the business of both
parent and teacher is to enable and to help the child to educate himself,
to develop his own intellectual, moral, aesthetic and practical capacities
and to grow freely as an organic being, not to be kneaded and pressured
into form like an inert plastic material. The new pedagogy of national
education impels a further realization of the potentialities of the child
and its soul, a realization that was explicitly stated in the writings of the
nationalist leaders who inspired and led the movement of national
education in India, the dream of Sri Aurobindo Dayananda Saraswati,
Swami Vivekananda, Mahatma Gandhi, Rabindranath Tagore and Sri
Aurobindo. Their writings gave a clear expression of the deeper self and
the real psychic entity within. In this paper I have tried to revisit the
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philosophy of education of Sri Aurobindo who tried to provide solution
to the problem generated by Macaulayan education system in India
during pre and post colonial period. The basic material is to refer to their
views from various authors’ books and articles.

Conclusion. For him education should to inculcate morals and
eternal values in its recipients. A generation which grows up without
morals and ethical values is a force for disruption and a potential threat
to the society as a whole. Today, one of the main problems confronting
the world is a total collapse of moral values. He believed that the
reformation of the nation is dependent solely upon youths with character
and courage. He desires them to be truthful, pure at heart, and have a
strong conviction. This indicates how important the values are for him
for societal framework. He recognizes the contribution of music, poetry
and fine arts towards the developments of the human minds which helps
in purifying the human mind. His vision on education is fundamentally
spiritual. Spirituality evolves from the distillation of all morals and
values. When he says that the purpose of education is the evolution of a
‘sattvika’ entity, it is to be emphasized that this sattvika quality is the
distilled output of a moral and value based development.

The true purpose of education is to help an individual transcend the
‘tamasika’ and ‘rajasika’ level to reach the ‘sattvika’ level. For this to
happen there should be elements of moral and dharmic content in the
individual’s life. It is due to this requirement that moral values are
stressed as inevitable to a student's life. As per Aurobindo’s educational
vision, a person achieves perfection when he undergoes internal
evolution and becomes a spiritual man. He considered this evolution into
a ‘spritual man’ as the logical conclusion of the moral education process.

The educational system of India was totally westernized. Yet this
curriculum did not maintain the high standard of the western
educational system. If that had happened we would have been able to
stand along with the westerners down the line. So, in today’s context,
there is an urgent need for nationalism, love of the motherland, cultural
awareness, and awareness of values. If we implement a system of
education based on the ideas and thoughts of Sri Aurobindo, it forms the
basis of the solution for most of the problems facing in the country. The
promotion of the love for the nation, moral values, national integration
and the imbibing of spiritual and cultural values by the new generation
can be achieved by implementing a curriculum of education rooted in the
philosophy of Sri Aurobindo.
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Aurobindo believed that for the millions of people in the nation to
be given an education, it was necessary to do so using their own
methods, language and traditions. The education should be based on
Bharateeya culture and tradition and the medium of education should
be the Indian language which will be totally swadeshi and help us to
bring swaraj. “Swami Vivekananda predicted that the time had come in
human history for labouring communities to come forward, but he also
cautioned that the oppressed might become worse oppressors if they are
shorn of proper education and culture” [5]. Swami Vivekananda
considered education not only as the medium to impart nationalism, but
also as the path to the liberation of the oppressed and working classes.

The current addiction to anything that is Western and the
widespread moral degradation are the direct impact of our flawed
educational system. Those who acquire higher technical education are
not prepared to serve the motherland. They are inclined to sell their
skills to foreign countries for a price. In this era of globalisation, a
generation which considers nationalism and love for the nation as
notions of displeasure for their prospects they sell their talent and skill
for money to foreign nation and to stop this brain drain and colonization
of mind set. We need to implement a revised education scheme meant to
inculcate love for the nation, the concept of national integration, pride in
our culture and tradition is necessary and it is possible through
implementation of national education rather than imposed colonial
education system.

The author is convinced that ill-considered
criticism threatens to become a unified doctrine of the spread of
historical narratives: “We can see how the juncture between philosophy,
Europe and Europe’s suppressed other is a traumatic intersection for
postcolonial theorists. There is the broad assumption that universal,
ahistorical methodologies developed within the framework of European
history further Europe’s imperial ambitions and remove colonization
from sight. In postcolonial society, there is a pressing need to
understand the methodological practices of colonial and neo-colonial
rule in order to dismantle colonial legacies; that need writes an
imperative into much of postcolonial thought to accept Europe as a
single project, as Glissant and Drabinski make plain above.” [4, p.5] The
discrepancy between the stated slogans and the real actions of the
European Union's political elite condemns Gurminder K. Bhambra
(2016), who considers the inconsistent policy of confronting the
migration of the citizens of the former colonies to a cosmopolitan
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Europe. Such actions are a continuation of the colonial past and are
destructive in nature: “The arguments for ‘more Europe’ are presented in
the following terms: to address the rise in youth unemployment and
social and economic inequalities across Europe; to constrain the
possibilities of a ‘German Europe’; to continue the success of peaceful
coexistence across the continent; to civilize globalization processes; to be
a pioneering voice for the world. They are explicitly articulated against
the arguments of the alliance of far-right groups, who are in favour of
dismantling the Union, but also against those who would prefer ‘less
Europe’. Interestingly, however, while the collective statement presents a
strong case against one of the key elements of the far-right alliance, it has
very little to say on the other: reduction in immigration and hostility to
multiculturalism” [3, p.191].

In this discourse, even the underlying categories and concepts are
criticized. So, Leah Kalmanson (2015) substantiates the position that the
concept of culture itself is a colonial phenomenon, because cultural
differences and their research suggest a comparative approach, which in
turn implies the existence of an example. As an alternative, the author
proposes the following strategies for philosophizing: 1) historical
context-making, (2) subversive categorization and (3) decentralization.
The author explains the following definitions as follows: “By
“decentralization” I mean the self-conscious attempt to think beyond
relativism as the only alternative to universalism, and hence to imagine
cultural differences as decentralized rather than relative, perhaps
indicating what Chakrabarty earlier called “radical heterogeneity.” I also
mean the decentralization of comparative philosophy as a field of study,
in the sense that no culture (Europe) and no model for discourse (such as
East—West) is seen as central while other cultures and discourses are
seen as marginal. At times comparative philosophy already employs the
strategy of decentralization, for example, by avoiding the West as a point
of reference in all instances of comparison.” [11, p.210] Even the concept
of tolerance and empathy fall into post-colonial critics. Jens Elze (2018)
suggests that the political turning to the benefits of cultural difference is
due to the feeling of empathy, one of the main positive motivations of
our time: “Postcolonial studies’ conceptions of otherness, relationality,
and empathy have received new stimuli with the advent of ecological
criticism. An awareness of geological transformation and climate change
has complicated questions of responsibility as to the effects of allegedly
post-industrial accumulation and consumption. These challenges are
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amplified with the theoretical proliferation of the term ‘anthropocene’,
which posits humanity as a geological force that lastingly affects the
shape of the planet” [10, p.160]. However, such a strategy is hypocritical,
because the diversity of globalization and commercialization is hidden,
and not sympathy for another.

Post-colonial criticism also influences the sphere of education. Lyn
Carter (2006) explores the links between postcolonialist and scientific
education methodology. The author argues that the theoretical ideas of
postcolonialism and the philosophical framework of scientific education
are capable of producing the necessary strategies for contemporary
civilizational challenges.

Note that the current geopolitical situation produces a fertile field
for post-colonial analysts. Monika Bhagat-Kennedy (2018) is convinced
that the methodology of postcolonialism has not lost its relevance in the
present. As the main argument, the author gives examples of the
activation of national movements in a number of countries of the world,
where liberal and secular ideals are inferior to traditional and cultural:
“As much as we may have imagined ourselves as part of a postnational,
transnational or truly “global” era, the recent inward turn towards
nations suggests that postcolonial theory’s conceptualization of
anticolonial/nationalist/ populist struggles to secure different modes of
sovereignty remains not only relevant, but pressing. Postcolonial studies
still has a great deal left to teach us as we observe such phenomena
occurring worldwide and in contexts that we may not have otherwise
expected or predicted, however naive, ¢.8” [2, p.6]. Accordingly, post-
colonial studies reveal the content of the political imperative of justice.

The philosophic discourse of postcolonialism and its intentions is
offered by the well-known French thinker J. Derrida. He actualizes the
meaning of differences, refuting the classical metaphysics of identity.
The philosopher sees in the structures of language not only the semiotic
function of the meaning of meaning, but also the discourse of power.
Applying the concepts of deconstruction and textualization, the author
insists on the contextuality of meaning, relativity in historical and
cultural retrospection. Any text is organized according to certain power
projections. Accordingly, in such conditions, speaking about
autonomous identity and self-determination is unreasonable.
Uniqueness and originality - illusions in the explication of a certain type
of discourse.
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Another well-known philosopher M. Foucault adds a component of
genealogy as a method to the definition of discourse. Thus the history of
the formation of a certain theory reveals its true nature. It is in the
discourse that presents all the basic elements of power relations:
semantics as a definition area, syntax as the embodiment of ritualized
social relations and pragmatics as the legitimization of a certain social
status. This methodology can identify the mechanisms of power that
create the formation of national identities and cultural differences.

The phenomenon of colonialism is interpreted in negative
evaluative coordinates as archaic and illegitimate in contemporary
humanitarian discourse. However, how correct would be the conclusion
about the end of the era of colonization and the existence of only its
consequences in modern socioculture?

The statement of basic material. To answer this question, it is
necessary to analyze the content of European identity, its ideological and
methodological foundations. The well-known historian F. Chabod
analyzes the content of the idea of Europe as a political association based
on common values and ideological principles. Such an ideological basis
was formed in the works of N. Machiavelli, Sh. L. Montesquieu, F.
Voltaire, and others. Its meaning is to abandon the geographical
understanding of the term of Europe in favor of the political, cultural and
moral. It means that European identity is formed with unites people of
different ethnic groups and cultural and religious traditions.

Note that this political strategy is a product of intellectual activity,
namely, the Greek-Roman philosophy and law, the Judeo-Christian
religion and the Enlightenment-humanistic philosophy. These cultural
traditions contain legitimization of the axiological foundations of
European identity. However, contemporary philosophical discourse
subjects to crushing criticism the traditional narrative of the justification
of identity. In contrast to the classical metaphysics of Aristotle, based on
identity as a fundamental characteristic of Being, modern humanities
produce the principles of pluralism and tolerance, the rejection of
essentialism and centralization. In addition, according to the ideas of
postmodernism, the definition of identity is not constant, but is based on
the principles of hybridity, fluidity and plasticity. Therefore, the ideas of
cosmopolitanism as a conceptual scheme for the formation of European
identity are replacing national identity determination strategies. The
concept of cosmopolitanism is logically unambiguous. The range of its
interpretation varies from the radical project of U. Beck, who sees in him
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the principle of the modern global empire, to a more consistent
explanation of G. Delante, who understands cosmopolitanism as a
fundamental multiplicity of initial practices of identity. Consequently,
identity formation techniques retain signs of totalitarianism even in
cosmopolitan concepts.

The totality of influence on self-determination lies in the fact that
at the present stage of the development of society, identity does not take
shape spontaneously, in line with the historical and cultural tradition,
but institutionally by implementing a balanced and systematic strategy
of the intellectual and political elite.

The problem of European identity causes a significant resonance
among researchers and inhabitants of this process. This is due to
legitimize the chosen strategy of political identity. The question is: how
liberal (really, not nominally) is this strategy? The French philosopher
M. Crepon substantiates the idea of the heterogeneity of European
identity as a compilation of European and non-European ideas and
values. In his opinion, the process of the formation of Europe is
fundamentally diversified, that is, the values on which the European
identity is based arose not autonomously, but under the influence of
other cultures and civilizations. This process of interaction cannot be
conserved, the clash of meanings, symbolic and semiotic systems
continues. Therefore, M. Crepon considers it necessary to replace the
strategy of appropriation (conversion of quality into property) to de-
privatization (recognition of one’s quality with the quality of another)
and re-appropriation (recognition of his otherness with his quality and
property).

Therefore, we can conclude that modern strategies of colonialism
were transformed on the basis of a transgressive principle. The political
will of introducing European identity blurs historical and national
criteria for identification, and the methods of political influence acquire
the features not of physical influence, but of a manipulative and
informational character.

If we analyze the history of the formation of the European space,
then the obvious is the ambiguity and uncertainty of its conceptual
foundations. It is difficult to imagine Europe solely as a geographic
project. Rather, it is a theoretical-ideological structure, which is the
result of the work of prominent thinkers of the past. Or as an
operationally effective strategy to implement the policy of colonialism,
because the cultural and political component is dominant in defining the
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European one. Therefore, widespread thoughts on understanding
Europe as a form of ideology, myth, discourse practice. Confirmation of
this thesis may be the existing discrepancy between nominally
articulated provisions and actual events and political decisions.

There is some logic in explaining this gap by using the
differentiation between the concepts of Old Europe and New Europe.
"Old Europe" ideologically is the result of the Greco-Roman, Jewish and
humanistic-educational cultural tradition. In this sense, Europe is united
by the common values of truth, goodness, beauty and justice, which are
the true benchmarks for the daily activity of any person, at any point in
time and space. The concept of "New Europe" embodies the non-classical
philosophical tradition: the combination of differences and tolerance.
Note that this project is political and institutional. Can we consider such
a strategy a transformed model of colonial practice? No doubt Both
projects in Europe are the embodiment of utopia, dreams, ideologies
about the proper way of organizing social life and the technique of self-
identification.

The main content of these concepts form the idea of European
values, historical and cultural, philosophical and world-view. The
foundation of united Europe lies in the idea of the need to preserve a
unique European civilization. However, this phenomenon is rather a
reification of the abstraction of pure abstraction. In addition, the
ideologues of the Old and New Europe contradict each other. If the
traditional world-view paradigm of Europe postulates immutable
substantive values, then non-classical post-colonial practice forms the
discourse of the unity of diversity. We note only that the motivation for
such a unification is the civilization-technological processes of
globalization, which forms the axiological basis of a new ideology. That
is, the rhetoric of the unity of the various is an integral part of the
implementation of the policy of Eurocentrism, since engagement in the
European space implies acceptance of the logic of relations and
interaction, which are verified by European discourse as proper.

Conclusions.

1. The urgency of post-colonial practices in a modern globalized
world proves the unstable nature of the international political system.
The struggle for sphere of influence in modern times is no less painful
than in the past. Techniques for implementing political ambitions have
changed, they have acquired non-classical forms of transgression.
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2. The basis of post-colonial practices is the concept of European
identity, which serves as the principle of verification for belonging to a
particular social community. However, the very content of the European
identity is controversial and ambiguous. Therefore, we have grounds to
assert the colonial nature of the influence and application of this
concept.

3. Post-colonial strategy of the present is based on the metaphysics
of difference, and not on the metaphysics of identity. This explains the
transformation of colonialist strategies on the principle of transgression,
expansion of the sphere of influence and operationality of application.

4. Based on the above logic, traditional categories of culture, history
and identity are questioned and discourse, narrative, empathy, and
subjectivity are introduced into circulation.

5. Contradictions in the ideologies of Old and New Europe reflect
the logic of the transition from traditional forms of colonialist strategies
to non-classical transgressive principles of postcolonial discourse.

6. The analysis of the concept of European identity and the strategy
for its re-engineering provide the prerequisites for understanding the
concept of Europe as a myth, ideologie, necessary for the
implementation of technologies for extending the sphere of influence
through the practice of "soft management".

Urgency of the research. The
current postcolonial situation of
Ukraine demonstrates the unexposed
potential of higher education at the
processes of society development on
the principles of peace and cultural
development.

The statement of basic
material.

and political science fruitfully. The
experience of educational peace-
building is an entire powerful area at

Conclusions. In order to open
the higher education’s peace-building
and de-colonizing potential, it is
expedient to analyze international
and domestic normative acts on issues
of peace-building. It is necessary to
generalize the experience of domestic
and foreign scientists on the issues of
conflict cessation and reconciliation in
society. At the same time, the
construction of an educational model
aimed at realizing the ideas of peace
and overcoming the  colonial
syndrome, should be based on the fact
that the hybrid war in Ukraine does
not have direct analogues. It is
advisable to develop a model program
for peace-building for students of all
specialties. Taking into account
international experience (schools of
peace, education camps for peace,
etc.), there is a need for the
introduction of a special training
course on the foundations of peace-

building in universities.

Urgency of the research. The rhizome of hybrid war spread into
all the spheres of social life including the humanitarian one. According to
the statements of UNESCO Constitution, “Since wars begin in the minds
of men, it is in the minds of men that the defenses of peace must be

constructed”. The current

postcolonial

demonstrates the unexposed potential of higher education at the
processes of society development on the principles of peace. National
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Pedagogical Dragomanov University is an organizer of the annual
conference “Challenges of Postcolonialism: Philosophy. Religion.
Education” which is a platform for discussion of postcolonialism issues
among the representatives of social sciences and humanities. It is
challenging for Ukrainian and international discourses of philosophy,
history, religion, political and education studies to analyze the problem
of “dismantlement” of postcolonial (post-totalitarian) world-view
orientations and styles of thinking as well as anthropological
phenomenon Homo Soveticus using the heuristic potential of education
and religion. As a participants of the Fifth Conference (May, 2019),
author decided to apply the article with common vision of the higher
education possibilities to become an effective instrument for realization
of peace-building and de-colonization strategies. Taking into account,
that Conference is aimed the discussion of theoretical and practical
issues of overcoming of postcolonial challenges, authors want to share
the specific features of project-based research in this field.

Target settings. National Pedagogical Dragomanov delivers the
project “Ukrainian Higher Education as an Instrument of Peace-building
Strategy” (2019-2021, financed by Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, project manager — Denys Svyrydenko). The project aims to
formulate the theoretical statements as well as step-by-step plane
(roadmap) for implementation of new peace-building model through the
education policy. The problem of educational peace-building is a matter
of international academic discussion, but all the offered effective
strategies are culturally defined, so none of them can be successfully
used for current Ukrainian contexts without ‘localization’ procedure.

As a project result, the changes of Ukrainian legal enactments must
be developed as well as the training program for higher education
institutions. Mentioned approach in not only a practically oriented
attempt to overcome the contradictions of Ukrainian higher education
modernization at globalization era. The project also fits the principle
“Science with a mission” declared as a value horizon of European
researches in the scopes of Horizon Europe Strategy which appears to
replace Horizon-2020. From author’s perspective, one of the most actual
aims of contemporary Ukrainian higher education is a strengthening of
one’s potential at peace-building activity taking into account
contemporary and future postcolonial challenges for territorial unity of
Ukraine (smoldering conflicts at Transcarpathia, Odessa regions and so
on).

L. Geerlings [6], R.Kenner [8], J.Lavia [11], S. Mettler[12],
C. Monaghan [14], A. Oleksiyenko [15], L. Strongman [18], etc.).
Mentioned international experience could be adopted to Ukrainian
cultural situation after complex philosophical and cultural re-thinking
and conceptualization.

The research objective. Ukrainian social and cultural space is
in a state determined by the challenges of military hybrid aggression in
recent years. Issues of promising reintegration of both temporarily
occupied territories and the spheres of being of society (education,
economy, etc.) are the problem for modern science and social practice.
The analysis of the sources demonstrates almost complete absence of a
scientific discussion on the role of education, especially the higher one,
at the peace-building activity in Ukraine. Available studies suggest

theoretical mechanisms of pacification, without a step-by-step strategy
for restoring territorial integrity and the prospective reintegration of
“divided” spheres of Ukrainian society.

So, there are some separate foreign and Ukrainian studies that offer
their models of peace-building. However, these works are mostly
descriptive, state the state of affairs without offering a road map of
peace-building and decolonization. In addition, foreign studies describe
reconciliation in other countries, such as the Israeli-Palestinian conflict
or the Moroccan conflict, which includes a valuable analysis, but it can
not be completely transposed into our situation. Indeed, such
approaches do not take into account the peculiarities of the hybrid
confrontation in Ukraine for 2014-2019. In the article, the authors will
try to outline the “agenda”, the vectors for modernization of higher
education in Ukraine when one tries to be a factor in minimizing and
preventing military conflicts, as well as one of the effective instruments
of decolonization policy.

The statement of basic material. The authors proceed from the
hypothesis, that Ukrainian higher education is not adapted to the
conditions of the hybrid war. In the current conditions of hybrid
confrontation in Ukrainian territories, there is a struggle between two
antagonistic discourses: the expansion of the colonial ideology of the
“Russian World” (Russian Federation) and peaceful coexistence
(Ukraine). Moreover, the main field of confrontation is the humanitarian
area, including its educational segment. The conceptualization of the
possibilities of Ukrainian higher education as an instrument of peace-
building is proposed to be based on a multidimensional approach that
has to combine the approaches of modern philosophy of education,
educational policy, cultural studies, history, law and political science
fruitfully. In particular, the approaches to the theory of hybridity and
post-colonialism one as part of modern globalization studies are
heuristic for analyzing the current social and cultural situation in
Ukraine, exploring the essence and direct content of military threats,
taking into account a possible perspective.

Consequently, on the order of the day of the international and
Ukrainian discourse of the philosophy of education, there are a number
of issues that are part of the overall methodological framework for
finding instruments to overcome current military threats, prevent their
emergence in the future, and also revealing the potential of higher
education at the strategies for decolonization. These issues acquire a
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specific conceptual design, given the fact that education and science have
for many years demonstrated their own remoteness from the problems
used in the context of the challenges of the hybrid war - higher
education has never been an instrument for establishing the values of
authentic Ukrainian culture and peace-building. One has not worked for
approval ideals of critical thinking capable of counteracting the
informational influences of propagandistic nature, etc.

The authors are aware that mechanical copying of the educational
experience of other conflicts is counter-productive, given the difference
in the factors of its origin, cultural characteristics, educational traditions,
etc., therefore, it is perceived by us only as a certain empirical basis of
problems and instruments for its solution, which, after a thorough
reflection in the disciplinary boundaries of the philosophy of education,
cultural studies, etc., can be included to the strategy of modernizing
education in the direction of acquiring it the status of an instrument of
peace-building and de-colonization.

At the same time, we would like to demonstrate some examples of
the fact that effective institutional innovations and understanding of the
nature of the contradictions underlying the conflict can be borrowed
from the experience of other countries. It is clear that this is not about
mechanical copying, but about the adaptation of experience, which
would rely on a thorough philosophical, educational and cultural
reflection. Let us turn to the experience of implementing the idea of
peace-building through education that arose in the context of the Arab-
Israeli conflict. The experience of educational peace-building is an entire
powerful area at modern war and peace studies, and the educational
practices of peace-building offered by the Israeli education system are
valuable to a number of societies included in conflicts.

As one of the mentioned educational practices of Israeli education,
that could have been implemented in the Ukrainian conflict and,
hopefully post-conflict reality, is the practice of educational camps,
described by R. Kenner: the camp was divided 50 to 50 between Arab
and Jewish students, but it was very diverse; some students were
children of settlers and did not spend much time with the Palestinian
people; some children were from liberally-progressive families; some of
them were Arabs who did not spend much time with Jewish children [8].
These practices are trying to create an atmosphere of cooperation
between the representatives of the opposing sides, seek to realize the
idea of finding a commonality between them instead of finding and
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accentuating differences — the camp itself appears to be a real practice of
intercultural non-conflict interaction, which can then be extended to
other forms of social practices outside of the educational camp.

As another example of the effective implementation of the
approaches to educational world-building, let's turn again to the
experience of Israeli education. We deliberately do not turn to other
examples of educational peace-building, in order to eliminate examples
of eclecticism, as well as to demonstrate the multidirectional educational
activities, that should act as a strategic reference point for Ukrainian
educational policy. So, for example, about 20 years ago, G. Fuegverder
published his well-known article entitled “An Educational Program for
Peace: Jewish-Arab Conflict Resolution in Israel” [7]. Its key provisions
have not lost theoretical and practical value for Ukrainian education,
which, unfortunately, only begins to implement the ideas of peace-
building. The article describes qualitatively an interesting educational
phenomenon - School for Peace, a center that seeks changes in the
educational environment, focused on solving the Arab-Israeli conflict in
a multicultural environment (in particular, educational). The author of
the study noted that the school offered activities to change teachers and
students when education could act as a tool for developing social,
cultural, religious cooperation on the principles of equality and mutual
respect [7].

Conclusions. Based on the above materials, we have the
opportunities to make the following generalizations. In order to open the
higher education’s peace-building and de-colonizing potential, it is
expedient to analyze international and domestic normative acts on issues
of peace-building, taking into account that the conflict situations in the
world are not unique. Similarly, there are developed attempts to
implement the ideas of peace-building. For example, Israel is the bearer
of a powerful experience in preventing and minimizing military conflicts
and their derivatives in the cultural sphere by means of education
(schools of peace, educational camps, etc.). This experience itself, after a
thorough philosophical and educational, socio-philosophical and cultural
reflection and adoption to the current Ukrainian realities and the
peculiarities of the military conflict, can be fruitfully used to realize the
idea of peace-building for the current situation as well as for prevention
of future challenges.

In the short term, it is necessary to generalize the experience of
domestic and foreign scientists on the issues of conflict cessation and
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reconciliation in society. At the same time, the construction of an
educational model aimed at realizing the ideas of peace and overcoming
the colonial syndrome, should be based on the fact that the hybrid war in
Ukraine does not have direct analogues; therefore, it is not possible to
mechanically transfer the results of other scientists to our situation
improperly.

It is advisable to offer a theoretical model for using Ukrainian
higher education as an instrument of peace-building and provide
recommendations to state authorities, local authorities and educational
institutions on practical steps for its implementation. This will enable the
proposed approaches to be implemented into educational practice, since
Ukrainian society is interested in real modernization steps aimed at
minimizing military challenges.

It is advisable to develop a model program for peace-building for
students of all specialties. Taking into account international experience
(schools of peace, education camps for peace, etc.), there is a need for the
introduction of a special training course on the foundations of peace-
building in universities. Also, it is necessary to offer separate educational
modules in the curriculum of disciplines: “Politics”, “Law”, “History of
Ukraine”, “Philosophy”, “Philosophy of education”, “Educational policy”,
etc. These modules for existing programs on various humanitarian
disciplines will increase the reach of potential participants in the peace-
building process. The proposed changes in the content of education will
comprehensively cover the problems of internally displaced persons,
mediation, non-violent interaction, education of tolerance, opposition to
propaganda, development of critical thinking, etc.

The statement of basic
material. An attempt was made to
retrospect the problem and to
identify relevant factors of social
adaptation. The dialectic of human
acculturation through “social shock”
is shown - from a feeling of euphoria
in a new country to certain
disappointments and an awareness
of the need for fundamental personal
changes. The idea of the “strategy of
comfort” of an individual is proposed
in combination of his own identity
and the acquisition of the advantages
of a foreign culture through the
qualitative study of a foreign
language, literary translations, and
the “use” of communicative clusters
of a new social space. The leading
role in the sociocultural adaptation
of Ukrainians of Greece to the
Orthodox Church and diasporas is
defined, which introduce educational
work in the following areas:
“diagnosing the situation”,
“explaining the prolongation of the
adaptation  process”,  “correcting
anxiety or panic moods”, “cultural
association” through certain social
practices, performances and artistic
and creative activities.

Conclusions. It was summed
up that with constructive state
policy, vigorous activity of the
diasporas and volitional intentions of
the migrants themselves, it is
possible to achieve rootedness and
fullness of life in the new society
while maintaining their own ethnic
identity and personal identification.
Such a transformation of a person’s
worldview can become a very
progressive factor in the
development of an individual and
society.

like that. On materials of texts of
Anthony Radivilovsky it was studied
in previous investigations of the
author of this article. However, this
development requires a synthesis of
this study.

The research objectives. The
purpose of the article is to study the
political and philosophical views of
Anthony Radivilovsky in the context
of the Ukrainian spiritual culture of
the XVII century.

The statement of basic
materials. Considering politico-
philosophical subjects, the preacher
uses the categories belonging to the
political world of the
Commonuwealth, applying to them
the specifics of the modern Cossack-
Majesty's political system. Before
this synthesis is added the image of
the Moscow royal power, serving the
author in a kind of Orthodox ruler.
However, presenting his loyalty to
the king, Antony Radivilovsky does
not analyse the peculiarities of the
political existence of the Moscow
court and his subjects, and this
symbol can hardly be called an
example  for  imitation. The
pseudospectral peculiarity is typical
of Ukrainian Baroque ecclesiastics,
who showed external affection for
imperial power and from time to
time represented its diplomatic
interests, but did not seek the
introduction of Russian order in their
own territory and defended the
separateness of the Kyiv Metropolis.

Conclusions. Conclusion is

Urgency of the research.
Modern society is not without reason
called informational.

The statement of basic
materials.
